Dear Karel,
Almost all of the photos look like viral diseases.  Although I have been working on Fungal pathogens of orchids for more than 20 years, the viruses are a big concern.  In summary, there are viral infections of the orchids and the cause (which virus) is not known.  These may be un-described and unrecorded viruses.  Thus, even if you or others checked for virus, it would be recorded as a negative.  This has become one of my primary concerned with respect to the pathology of orchids.  We need a large grant to gather plants with these symptoms, isolate the viruses, separate them and prepare molecular kits to detect them.  The kits should be relatively easy to do but the separation of the viruses will be very difficult.  
Orchid growers in Hawaii have suffered from this situation for many years.  But funding levels have been very low and not enough to do the basic work to isolate, separate and identify the viruses.  Today however the tools that we have are greater.  I am teaming up with a Virologist and we need to develop a grant proposal to secure funds to undertake this task.  I also have a contact with a virologist in Japan and people in the orchid industry in Thailand and Taiwan.  
It may seem strange that for a viral disease the “spread” seems so rapid.  However, many times the plants are already infected and as they age the symptoms develop.  This is especially true of plants which have been cloned or those from the same cross.  We have had plants that are completely symptomless until they flower.  Then the symptoms are on the flower and the plants are useless.  
Right now, it is best that for growers, who have these strange symptoms, that all plants purchased in the “batch” or from that grower, should be moved to a separate location so that the virus will not spread to other plants.  Be mindful that if plants were adjacent to other healthy plants, those plant could have been infected.  Thus monitor those plants as well, and keep them isolated from other plants.
